PRE-INSTALLATION TiPS

* Do not install KG2/70 on front windshield as glass is tee thick.

» Avoid installing antenna on curved glass.

* Do not install on glass with metallic content (passivated glass i.2. “salar-cont,”

Hselasconl”). Chack with auto manufaciurer.

* Do nof mount anfenna on any dark finted aree or on on orea where on
aftermarket finting film hes been opplied.

Do not install over in-glass AM/FM dipole antenne.

» To instelf antenna over defroster wires, the wires must be spaced ot least one inch
or more opart, Center the anfenna over one wire, allowing it to puss between the
horizental coupling plate {ses Fig. 1).

* Cleon gluss with woter and @ mild detergent if needed. Do net use ammenis-
based or similar type of gluss deaner.
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INSTALLATION

1. Vehicle gluss should be near room temperature {70° F / 21° Q) for installnfion.

2. Clean both inside and outside mounting areas with enclosed alcohol pad. Wipe
off excess aleohol {do not allow aleohol to dry on the glass). If window film is
apporent, use ¢ mildly abrasive defergent-fype deanses.

3. Prepare outside mounting orea by swabbing with endosed fiquid adhesion
"sohancer.” Allow enhancer fo dry complefely before applying outside coupler

4. Peel protective finer from adhesive tape on the culside coupler. With the index
arrow pointing up, mount the eutside coupler starting of the fop and rolling
downword. From the inside of the window, ohserve whether the adhesive is
making contact with edges and corners. Press firmly on off corners and in the

5. Remove protective liner from
adhesive fape on inside coupler.
With the index arrow pointing up,
mosn? the inside coupler epposite
of outside coupler.
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6. Route coux to the rodio/phone. {Except KGB.)

7. Position swing arm and whip fo the verfical position and fighten cap bolt ot
swing arm/coupler connection. {For best results, do not install whip or expese
to water for 24-72 hours.)

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ANTENNA REMOVAL

1. To remove, use & broud, flat putty knife and gently work the blode between

the window glass and the odhesive of the coupler.

2. After the couplers have heen removed from the vehicle, dean the adhesive
residue from the mounting surfoces using lacquer thinner and un absorbent,
fint-free cloth, heing coreful not 3o domage foil contacts on the couplers.

ROD CUTTING DIRECTIONS

1. Remove rod from swing orm.

2. Cut rod 1o fength.

3. Strip paint 3/4" from the end of the rod.

5. Tighten the sef srew.
